Proposed Course Title:  National Federation of State High School Associations Track and Field Officiating Course

Instructor: Danielle Tooker
Course Description:  This course will help you prepare to become an official for track and field and or cross country for the high school level. The course will cover individual events such as; running, throwing, jumping and special events. You will understand the roles and responsibilities of each meet official. Procedures regarding equipment and safety will also be discussed.  Upon completion of this course the NFHS Track and Field Officiating test will be given and with a passing score you will be certified to officiate track and field and or cross country at a national high school level. Course runs 10 weeks which includes the final week exam.
Course Pre-requisites: Prior knowledge of track and field or cross country
Number of sessions: 10 weeks
Subsequent Appropriate Courses: Yearly review prior to recertification test available to all certified officials.
Modes of Delivery: Asynchronous: 80% and 10% in person to complete the NFHS officiating test, 10% for online chat support

Rationale for Offering/Taking/Teaching This Course Online:

There is a national shortage for high school track and field officials. Currently classes are offered once a year in one location centrally located in the state making it difficult for many to attend due to travel and busy schedules. Also the aging population of officials will soon create many new positions. This course will allow current coaches and other potential applicants to take an officiating course online with the support of a teacher. Students can work at their on pace without having to leave the comfort of their home.
Expected Student Outcomes: 

Students will be able to understand the philosophy of officiating.
Students will be able to start and run a track and field event.

Students will be able to perform the duties of officials overseeing running events.
Students will be able to perform the duties of officials overseeing field events.
Students will be able to enforce safety and equipment rules.

Students will be able plan and carry out the officiating duties of a cross country meet.

Students will be prepared to take the state officiating exam.
